The ministry desire is accumulate resources that can be reallocated to meet the needs of the body of Christ in a timely and effective manner.  We believe the vision and mission God has given to each ministry is both necessary and important in accomplishing God purpose of establishing His Kingdom in all the earth.  Our concept of partnering is not the traditional mindset of come help me to accomplish “My Vision” but come let us join together to accomplish God purpose, regardless to what ministry God chooses to use.

The Vision of Resurrection Anointed Ministries International
Resurrection Anointed Ministries was conceived in 1993 as several individuals from diverse gender, cultural, spiritual gifting, and religious backgrounds began to assemble and dialogue on a regular basis, regarding God’s will for the 21st Century Church. Through our dialoguing from house to house we began to understand and appreciate both our differences and the unique atmosphere that was created by our fellowship.  Our prayers, biblical studies, and dialoguing led us to recognized that God’s will was for the Church to be “One Body” with many members performing numerous roles for the benefit of each other and the “Glory of God.”

We recognized that God had called many men and women to actively participate in other than the traditional pastoral ministry.  There existed a need for a platform and support group that would nurture and appreciate the diversity of gifting and calling among believers.  We believed that God was calling for the development of a new 21st century ministry that would provide both a support base and a means of maximizing the use of all spiritual gifts and calling for the benefit of the body.  Gods vision for this ministry is to shift the paradigm of others assisting and submitting to fulfilling the hopes of RAM, to RAM submitting to edifying, encouraging, equipping, and empowering other ministries to fulfill their God given purposes.

We recognized that as members of the body of Christ we need each others and that every one is important and necessary.   We were able to experience the dynamics of team ministry as led by the Spirit of God.  We beheld how significant each gift was in accomplishing complete ministry to all who were assembled.  God was calling forth a paradigm shift of the way we viewed and participated in ministry.  We were blessed to participate in numerous crusades, revivals, and workshops as a team. We saw and radiated the manifest Glory of God (God confirmed the work with many miracles, wonders, and signs) as we traveled.

In 2002 God began to modify the ministries priorities.  The ministries primary focus became 

1. Ministering to the needs of God’s Servants and the Body of Christ,”

2. Promoting and extending God’s Kingdom agenda, 

3. Establishing a “Fivefold Ministry Fellowship”  

4. Encouraging “Interfaith Cooperation and Participation” 
5. Entering “Covenant Partner” relationship with other independent Ministries and Churches to provide meaningful ministry and shared resources.   

6. Developing a “Discipleship Training process” and School of Ministry,  

7. Nurturing “Kingdom and Body of Christ” consciousness  
8. Exhort members of the “Body of Christ” to apply “Kingdom Dynamics Living Principles”  
9.  Serve as a catalyst for restoring God 1st ordained institution marriage (family),

10. Developing a Storehouse/Resource Center for independent Ministries and Churches, 

11.  Providing a platform for Ministers encouragement and edification  
12. Making available a facility that provides wholesome rest, refreshing, and relaxation for God’s servants and there family. 

The above listed priorities will be accomplished through the following ministries:  Conferences, Body of Christ Kingdom Summits, Schools of Ministry, training seminars, monthly times of fellowship and dialogue.  By partnering with RAM International, you can help in maturing the church (Body of Christ) for the great harvest of souls coming to the Kingdom of God!  In addition, our partnering can help provide a better reflection, representation, and reproduction of the “True Image” of Christ Body to the world.
Below is information associated with two RAM Ministry projects.    Both properties are being purchased and developed as a resource to the Body of Christ, and to those Churches and there membership associated with RAM Ministries or Intimacy.    

 Intimacy    Located at 2306 PR 189 (Hwy 67 Ballinger, Texas) .  

Purpose:  provide a facility where individuals and relationships can be refreshed, and restored. Principles of rest and reflection are encourages and presented.

Intimacy is a facility being provided for the leaders, ministers and servants of God to come apart to a quiet place and rest.  The scripture teaches us to labor to enter into His rest.  Rest is a forgotten commodity among most spiritual servants, but the bible has pointed out its significance to healthy and fruitful living.  Intimacy provides opportunities for both married couples, individual and ministry leaders to rest, reflect, and be restored from weariness, stress, and burnout. 

Intimacy is also a facility being developed to minister to married and to be married couples. A monthly Intimacy Covenant Marriage Experience (ICME) support group is held.  Support group offers instructional nurturing, interactive dialogue, and skills to improve relationship.  ICME weekends will be planned monthly and Quarterly an Intimacy Covenant Encounter.

The facility is also available for group activities (small retreats, leadership summits, picnic, family gatherings, ministry team gatherings, weddings, receptions, and etc).

Building material Resources have been made available to build a 2500 sq ft Storehouse/Resource center on the property.  This building can serve as a distribution center for resources purchased bulk for partner member use.

AWE (A Wilderness Experience) 40 acres of a 70 acre plot of land located off FM 2131, south of Coleman, Texas (Wilson Property) 

Purpose:  provide a facility for the Body of Christ to jointly extend ministry to our youth and use it to nurture Kingdom Principles and Discipline.

Plans are to develop this property into a Youth Mentoring and Development, and Camping facility for the Body of Christ.  Property is an excellent location for those purposes with two large tanks, walking trails, hilly slopes, panoramic view, and several natural attractions that can be modified into an amphitheater or outdoors worship center.

In addition, the facility will provide for a future Christian Discipleship Training Camp (3 – 40 days).  The CDTC will be based on Acts 1:1-3 and Matt 4:1-11 and provide Kingdom Principle teachings, and Christian Discipline training (fasting, intercessory praying, spiritual warfare, walking in the Spirit, developing home ministries, marketplace ministries, evangelistic harvesting, Ministry teams,  etc

Promoting God’s Kingdom Agenda and Providing Anointed Services to 
God’s Servants and the Body of Christ
Unity of the Body of Christ

Once of the great mysteries of the modern church is developing a clear understanding of who she is.  As a result, one’s outlook is defined through the lens of the past without the insight of the present.  Although unity is a popular word within our social context; it flies in the face of pervasive individualism.  When Paul addressed the believers in Corinth he inquired, “Is Christ divided?”  This rhetorical gesture revealed their lack of understanding and spiritual immaturity.  God is not concerned with our choosing sides; He is the side we all must choose!

There are two fundamental hurdles to overcome.  Unity is not an emphasis upon the mandates of individuals.  Our democratic society falsely embraces the philosophy of majority rule.  Therefore, unity will never yield itself to the demands of those who fail to walk in communion with others.  Unity is not conformity.  Conformity states, “As long as we believe alike, look alike, and act alike we are united.”  Read First Corinthians 13 again, “When I was a child I thought like a child, understood like a child, and behaved like a child.”  Paul contends, “We must put away childish things.”

Unity, therefore, expresses the necessity of working together to accomplish a common purpose.  Communion is ONLY possible when we have something or Someone in common who is greater than who we are and what we do.  We know this Someone to be God Almighty.  Therefore, unity is only possible when there is humility among the pursuers.  Humility allows for diversity of thought and perspectives.  Humility seeks to reason with issues and not to undermine the humanity of another.

Once we understand who we are and what the Lord would require of us, then we must release that potential within the ministry context.  Only when we understand and embrace where we are and who we are can we employ the resources necessary to live, learn, labor and love one another.  The church has a three-fold mandate:

· Viable—we are to society what it cannot be apart from us (salt and light).

· Visible—we walk with others from faith to faith; the incarnational church.

· Vocal—our words cannot precede our deeds.  God informs us, forms us and transforms us.

Darrell Guder states, “The goal of the church is to move from church with mission to missional church.”  This is predicated upon six factors:

· It is biblical (teaches the Word)

· It is historical (has a particular social place)

· It is contextual (real within setting)

· It is incarnational (promised consummation)

· It is translatable (equipped for calling)

In essence, our very purpose is at stake!  We are not coming together just to feel good, but to consummate the purpose(s) of God in this region.  Unity within the church presupposes individual experience (salvation) that leads to corporate interaction (communion).  A part from this experience our interaction is vain.  The church is a community of the saved and these individuals seek to advance a purpose (Kingdom) of the One who saved them.  

The goals of the Kingdom, the mind of the Kingdom and the presence of the Kingdom will each affect what is ultimately seen in the church.  Matthew 5:1-16 begins with the exhortation of the church (beatitudes), while Matthew 5:21-48 demonstrates it.  Thus, exhortation without demonstration is a misrepresentation of the Kingdom of God.  The church is a hollow shell without embodied principles!

Our witness within the community is a manifestation of our oneness in the Lord.  Max Lucado states, “The world will not be WON to Christ until we are ONE in Christ.”  Unity underscores our ability to yield influence within the ministry context.

· Promise—The faith community was birthed out of unity (one place, one accord)

· Provision—Many seek to do the will of the Father, but fail miserable because of lack or absence of power.

· Passion—Unity is not the evidence of our power, but the prerequisite to it!  The people of God walked in prayer, purpose, promise, process and provision.  Remember, provision is never released when we fail to walk in purpose and honor the process of God.

We must respond to three questions concerning unity.  Although we have our ideas about what God may desire to do today, God does not move apart from advancing His purposes.  Acts is a great model of divine transition and transformation, but what is God doing today? Unity:

· Act of God or Humanity?

· God is one.  The Father, Son and Holy Spirit are a majestic mystery.  They function in agreement.

· The church must be formed in the image of God, by His Spirit, and not humanity.

· Community of faith

· Koinonia 

· Discerning community—“The process of movement toward a missional church then, will be rooted and shaped by intense engagement with Scripture.  It will subject all the church’s structures to biblical scrutiny.  It will confront the particular forms of cultural captivity that mark our conformity to this world.” (Guder 247)

· Real or Myth?

· Paul is intent upon demonstrating, through the life of Christ, how all things are joined together in Him.  He has made two (Jew and Gentile) one flesh.

· When the spirit of God enters our lives we are either conforming to His will or ‘norming’ our own understanding.  We must be transformed when God’s Spirit encounters our norms.

· Inside or Outside?

· We are called of God.

· We are commissioned by God.

· We are conditioned by God.

We pledge our allegiance to be led of the Spirit in all things to see this gospel preached to the poor, the broken-hearted healed, deliverance to the captive, the blind recovering their sight and to set at liberty those who are bruised.  We declare this is the acceptable year of the Lord.
